e Governments largely decide which ones get to participate in the
dialogues. In such cases, it is common for governments to implement
measures like limiting information access and curtailing foreign
funding.

e Donors provide traditionally competitive bidding and short-term
support to primarily large international or donor-country, urban CSOs.
